MTP Adapter

1. OVERVIEW

The MTP Adapter is a conversion adapter used to write program data to the Flash Memory
contained in the MSM66Q573/Q577/Q517/Q525 using a PROM programmer (notel).
Data can be written into or read from the Flash Memory like a general Flash Memory by inserting the

MTP Adapter into the socket of a PROM programmer (note2) before inserting the Flash MCU into the

socket of the MTP Adapter. (See the figure 1)

Notel : The PROM programmer is MODEL 1893 (ver.1.20d or later) or MODEL 1931 (ver.1.20d or
later) made by Minato Electronics Inc.
Note2 : Be sure to insert the MTP Adapter into the socket of the PROM programmer in the specified

direction as shown in the figure 1. Otherwise, the MTP Adapter may be damaged.

2. WRITING PROGRAM DATA

Make the pin 1 facing to the mark A of the socket when inserting the Flash MCU into the socket of

the MTP Adapter.

(1) In case of using MSM66Q573/Q577
Set the jumper SW on MTP66573TF-100.

When using MSM66Q573, connect jumper between “573” and “C”".
When using MSM66Q577, connect jumper between “577” and “C”.

(2) Sequence
1. Power ON of PROM programmer

Please insert MTP Adapter after power on of PROM programmer.

2. Select Device Name

Push “DEVICE” key, select target device, and push “ENT” key.
- MSM66Q573 (5V version) : Select MSM66573

- MSM66Q573L (3V version) : Select MSM66573L

- MSM66Q577 (5V version) : Select MSM66577

- MSM66Q577LY (3V version) : Select MSM66577L

- ML66Q517 (5V version) : Select ML66517
- ML66Q525 (3V version) : Select ML66525

3. Download to PROM programmer

In case of using Master PROM: Insert PROM, push “COPY” key and push “START” key.

4. Program to device

Push “PROG” key, push “START" key, and push “START” key.

There is “Empty Socket” message after 1st “START” key but please ignore this message.

The detail operation of written into or read from, please check PROM programmer’s manual.
